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'Leader Universal invests RM23mil
in expansion and facilities upgrade

Managing director Sean H'ng said the group
was anticipating a surge in the demand for
high-voltage cables with the implementation
of mega projects. :

These include those under the Ninth
Malaysia Plan, the Northern Economic
Corridor, East Coast Corridor, South [ohor
Corridor, the Sabah Development Corridor and
the revived double-rail track project.

“We also expect strong demand from the il
ﬂd #as sectors and several key export mar-

ts.

“The present contractual order for cable
products in hand is about RM700mil,” he said

after the company AGM yesterday.

On its power-generation business, he said
the group expected the revenue contribution
from this segment to increase to about 25% in
five years,

“Fresently, the revenue contribution from
this segment is between 7% and 10%" H'ng
said.

The group’s power-generation projects in
Pakistan and Cambodia would eventually
become its second engine of growth, he said,
adding that completion of these projects, cost-
ing about US$554mil, was scheduled for 2010
and 2012 respectively.

"We plan to list our power-generation busi-
ness in the near future.”

For the first quarter ended March 31, the
group generated pre-tax profit of RM17.9mil
on revenue of RM585mil, compared with
EM14.9mil and RM473mil respectively in the
previous corresponding quarter.
